Many years ago, the Swedish government wanted to improve the health of everyone's
teeth, especially children's teeth. It advised parents not to let children have candies during the week.
So parents allowed children to have candies only on Sundays. Later, special candy stores that sell only
colorful sweets appeared in Sweden and soon became popular in many places.
v Did Sweet Day work? People's teeth really improved but Professor Hansen says that it happened
for other reasons. "The first reason is that doctors have new ways to take care of people's teeth.
Also, today people everywhere want to have less sugar in their food. They know that too much sugar
is not healthy in general, and not only for their teeth!" It is interesting to learn that although Swedish
people love candy and have their Sweet Day, they eat less candy than people in Germany, Holland or
the USA.
